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Estimated Meter Readings: Part |

P4P Existing Buildings Program Guidelines v4.1, Section 3.2.2 states: “The baseline period must be
selected so that it ends with an actual reading, and the bill that immediately precedes the selected
baseline period is also an actual reading.” Additionally, the first instruction in the ERP Tables
spreadsheet, “Electric Totals” and “Gas Totals” tabs states: “Enter data for pre-construction energy use
in blue cells. Please ensure beginning and end read dates are 'Actual’.”

In order to meet both of these requirements, the meter readings corresponding to the start and end
date of the baseline period must be Actual readings. A bill is considered to be an Actual bill if it has an
Actual meter reading at the end of the billing period.

Same rules apply for Post-Retrofit period.

A: Yes, because the meter readings on October 4" 2013 and October 2™ 2014 are actual, as highlighted
above.

Q: Can baseline period for the above project start on November 5™ 2013?

A: No, because November 5% 2013 meter reading is estimated. Baseline period must start with an
actual meter reading.
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
